In the first meeting of the judges selection committee they had 3 ½ pages of judges to go through, so they could bring 22 names to the cluster meeting and in the end we (MKC) get to choose six judges, every club has their say.  The last cluster meeting was just the previous Sunday and started at 10a.m.  Jane explained a bit more of how the cluster meeting works and all need to know that the end goal is to keep the Best Show in Dixie going!  Frank explained that in Mike’s role as the Cluster Chair he actually has twelve committees per club, so 36 committees to worry about.  The Judges Selection Committee is currently working on their own by-laws  Kaye added that getting vendors starts six months prior to a show and for April we have 19 vendors.  Program ended at 8 pm.
